' crime stats

Police Minister, General Bheki Cele,
recently released the Quarter 4 Crime
statistics showing figures from January
to March 2023, Orange Farms S5APS
featured amongst top 30 stations with
recorded cases of several crimes.
The station recorded 48 murder cases
making it the station with the highest murder
cases in Gauteng. It is also amongst the
top 5 stations in the country. Countrywide,
murder increased by 3.4% between January
and March 2023.

Murder is not the only rampant crime

in the area, the station is also featured
amongst the top 30 stations in terms of;
Rape - 40 cases;

Sexual Assault - 48 cases;

Robbery with Aggravating
Circumstances - 171 cases;

Trio Crimes - 85 cases;

Carjacking - 54 cases;

Truck Hijacking -11 cases and
Kidnapping - 31 cases.

On the positive side, the station managed to
take 35 lllegal Firearms out of the streets in
the first 3 months of the year.

The figures only show the recorded number
of cases and do not highlight the number of
arrests and successful convictions,
